Electric current that flows in one direction.

An object allowing the flow of electric charge. Examples: electric wires, ETW hinges, EPT.
Lock or locking device that remains “unlocked” during loss of power.

Lock or locking device that remains “locked” during loss of power.

The object that dissipates electrical energy. Example: light bulb.

An embedded circuit, it converts unregulated 120 AC power. Equipped with a transformer, it steps the
power down into a constant 24 V. Its function is to supply a stable voltage (or less often current), to a
circuit or device that must be operated within certain power supply limits.

An electrical component that can break an electrical circuit, thus turning it off or on.
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
